Bu Protokole Taraf Devletler,

Oliim cezasimin kaldirilmasmin insan onurunun yiiceltilmesine ve insan haklarmimn giderek gelismesine katkida
bulunacagina inanarak,

10 Aralik 1948 tarihinde kabul edilen insan Haklar1 Evrensel Bildirisi'nin 3. maddesi ve 16 Aralik 1966 tarihinde
kabul edilen Medeni ve Siyasi Haklara Iliskin Uluslararas1 S6zlesme'nin 6. maddesini hatirlatarak,

Medeni ve Siyasi Haklara Iliskin Uluslararas: S6zlesme'nin 6. maddesinin, kaldirilmasinin istendigini giiclii bicimde
tavsiye edecek sekilde 6liim cezasinin kaldirilmasindan s6z ettigini g6z Oniine alarak,

Oliim cezasinimn kaldirilmasina iliskin biitiin tedbirlerin yasama hakkimin kullanilmasima bir ilerleme olarak kabul
edilecegine ikna olarak,

Bu vesileyle 6liim cezasinin kaldirilmasina iligkin uluslararasi bir yiikiimliiliik altina girmeyi arzulayarak,

Asagidaki hiikiimlerde anlagmislardir:

Madde 1

1. Bu Protokole Taraf bir Devletin egemenlik alaninda bulunan hi¢ kimse idam edilemez.

2. Her bir Taraf Devlet, kendi egemenlik alani i¢inde 6liim cezasini kaldirmak igin gerekli biitiin tedbirleri alir.

Madde 2

1. Bu Protokolii onaylama ve Protokole katilma sirasinda konulan, savas sirasinda islenen askeri nitelikteki ¢ok ciddi
suglar icin verilen mahkiimiyet kararina uygun olarak savas zamaninda 6liim cezasinin infazin1 6ngoren g¢ekince disinda, bu
Protokole konulan herhangi bir ¢ekince kabul edilemez.

2. Onay veya katilma aninda boyle bir ¢ekince koyan bir Taraf Devlet, savas sirasinda uygulanabilecek ulusal
mevzuatinin ilgili hitkiimlerini Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreterine iletir.

3. Bu tiir bir ¢ekince koyan bir Taraf Devlet, kendi topraklari tizerinde herhangi bir savas halinin baglamasini ve
bitmesini Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreterine bildirir.

Madde 3

Bu Protokole Taraf Devletler, Insan Haklari Komitesine Sozlesmenin 40. maddesine uygun olarak sunduklari
raporlara, bu Protokolii uygulamaya gecirmek i¢in aldiklar: tedbirlere iliskin bilgileri dahil ederler.

Madde 4

Sézlesmenin 41. maddesine gore beyanda bulunan Taraf Devletler bakimindan, Insan Haklar1 Komitesi'nin bir Taraf
devletin diger Taraf devletin yiikiimliiliiklerini yerine getirmedigine dair sikayetleri alma ve inceleme yetkisi, Taraf Devlet bu
Protokolii onaylama veya Protokole katilma sirasinda aksine bir beyanda bulunmadikg¢a, bu Protokol hiikiimleri bakimindan
da gegerlidir.

Madde 5

Insan Haklar1 Komitesimin 16 Arahk 1966 tarihinde kabul edilen Medeni ve Siyasi Haklara iliskin Uluslararast
Sézlesmeye Ek Thtiyari Protokolii'ne Taraf Devletler bakimindan, Devletlerin egemenlik alaninda bulunan bireylerden gelen
sikayetleri alma ve inceleme yetkisi, s6z konusu Taraf Devlet bu Protokolii onaylama veya Protokole katilma sirasinda aksine
bir beyanda bulunmadikg¢a, bu Protokol hiikiimleri bakimindan da gegerlidir.

Madde 6

1. Bu Protokoliin hiikiimleri, Sézlesmeye ek hiikiimler olarak uygulanir.

2. Bu Protokoliin 2. maddesine uygun olarak ¢ekince konulmasinin miimkiin oldugu haller sakli kalmak sartiyla, bu
Protokoliin 1. maddesinin 1. bendinde giivence altina alinan hak, S6zlesmenin 4. maddesine gore herhangi bir istisnaya tabi
tutulamaz.

Madde 7

1. Bu Protokol, S6zlesmeyi imzalamis olan tiim Devletlerin imzasina agiktir.

2. Bu Protokol, Sozlesmeyi onaylamis veya Sozlesmeye katilmis Devletlerin onayina tabidir. Onay belgeleri
Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreterligine tevdi edilir.

3. Bu Protokol, S6zlesmeyi onaylamig veya Sozlesmeye katilmig olan her Devletin katilimina agiktir.

4. Katilimlar, katilim belgesinin Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreterligine tevdi edilmesinden itibaren hiikiim ifade
eder.

5. Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreteri, bu Protokolii imzalayan veya Protokole katilan biitiin Devletleri, kendisine
tevdi edilen her bir onay veya katilim belgesi hakkinda bilgilendirir.



Madde 8

1. Bu Protokol, onuncu onay veya katilim belgesinin Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreterligine tevdi edilmesinden iig
ay sonra ylrirliige girer.

2. Onuncu onay veya katilim belgesinin tevdi edilmesinden itibaren, bu Protokolii onaylayan her bir Devlet igin
Protokol, kendi onay veya katilma belgesinin tevdi edilmesinden ii¢ ay sonra yiiriirliige girer.

Madde 9

Bu Protokoliin hiikiimleri Federal Devletlerin her tarafinda hig¢ bir sinirlama veya istisnaya tabi olmaksizin uygulanir.

Madde 10

Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreteri Sozlesmenin 48. maddesinin birinci fikrasinda belirtilen biitiin Devletleri su
konular hakkinda bilgilendirir:

a) Bu Protokoliin 2. maddesine gore yapilan ¢ekince, bildirim, beyanlar;

b) Bu Protokoliin 4 ve 5. maddesine gore yapilan beyanlar;

¢) Bu Protokoliin 7. maddesine gore imzalar, onaylar ve katilmalar;

d) Bu Protokoliin 8. maddesine gore Protokoliin yiiriirliige girme tarihi.

Madde 11

1. Bu Protokoliin esit 6lciide orijinal olan Arapca, Cince, Ingilizce, Fransizca, Rusca ve Ispanyolca metinleri,
Birlesmis Milletler arsivinde saklanir.

2. Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreteri, bu Protokoliin onayli 6rnegini Sozlesme'nin 48. maddesinde belirtilen
Devletlere iletir.



Second Optional Protocol to the International Covenant
on Civil and Political Rights, Aiming at the
Abolition of the Death Penalty

Adopted and proclaimed by General Assembly resolution 44/128 of 15
December 1989

The States Parties to the present Protocol,

Believing that abolition of the death penalty contributes to enhancement
of human dignity and progressive development of human rights,

Recalling article 3 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted
on 10 December 1948, and article 6 of the International Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights, adopted on 16 December 1966,

Noting that article 6 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights refers to abolition of the death penalty in terms that strongly suggest
that abolition is desirable,

Convinced that all measures of abolition of the death penalty should be
considered as progress in the enjoyment of the right to life,

Desirous to undertake hereby an international commitment to abolish the
death penalty, Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

1. No one within the jurisdiction of a State Party to the present Protocol
shall be executed.

2. Each State Party shall take all necessary measures to abolish the death
penalty within its jurisdiction.

Article 2

1. No reservation is admissible to the present Protocol, except for a
reservation made at the time of ratification or accession that provides for
the application of the death penalty in time of war pursuant to a conviction
for a most serious crime of a military nature committed during wartime.

2. The State Party making such a reservation shall at the time of
ratification or accession communicate to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations the relevant provisions of its national legislation applicable during
wartime.

3. The State Party having made such a reservation shall notify the
Secretary-General of the United Nations of any beginning or ending of a state
of war applicable to its territory.

Article 3

The States Parties to the present Protocol shall include in the reports
they submit to the Human Rights Committee, in accordance with article 40 of
the Covenant, information on the measures that they have adopted to give
effect to the present Protocol.

Article 4

With respect to the States Parties to the Covenant that have made a
declaration under article 41, the competence of the Human Rights Committee to
receive and consider communications when a State Party claims that another
State Party is not fulfilling its obligations shall extend to the provisions
of the present Protocol, unless the State Party concerned has made a statement
to the contrary at the moment of ratification or accession.



Article 5

With respect to the States Parties to the first Optional Protocol to the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights adopted on 16 December
1966, the competence of the Human

Rights Committee to receive and consider communications from individuals
subject to its jurisdiction shall extend to the provisions of the present
Protocol, unless the State Party concerned has made a statement to the
contrary at the moment of ratification or accession.

Article 6

1. The provisions of the present Protocol shall apply as additional
provisions to the Covenant.

2. Without prejudice to the possibility of a reservation under article 2
of the present Protocol, the right guaranteed in article 1, paragraph 1, of
the present Protocol shall not be subject to any derogation under article 4 of
the Covenant.

Article 7

1. The present Protocol is open for signature by any State that has signed
the Covenant.

2. The present Protocol is subject to ratification by any State that has
ratified the Covenant or acceded to it. Instruments of ratification shall be
deposited with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

3. The present Protocol shall be open to accession by any State that has
ratified the Covenant or acceded to it.

4. Accession shall be effected by the deposit of an instrument of
accession with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

5. The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall inform all States
that have signed the present Protocol or acceded to it of the deposit of each
instrument of ratification or accession.

Article 8

1. The present Protocol shall enter into force three months after the date
of the deposit with the Secretary-General of the United Nations of the tenth
instrument of ratification or accession.

2. For each State ratifying the present Protocol or acceding to it after
the deposit of the tenth instrument of ratification or accession, the present
Protocol shall enter into force three months after the date of the deposit of
its own instrument of ratification or accession.

Article 9

The provisions of the present Protocol shall extend to all parts of
federal States without any limitations or exceptions.

Article 10

The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall inform all States
referred to in article 48, paragraph 1, of the Covenant of the following
particulars:

(a) Reservations, communications and notifications under article 2 of the
present Protocol;

(b) Statements made under articles 4 or 5 of the present Protocol;

(c) Signatures, ratifications and accessions under article 7 of the



present Protocol:

(d) The date of the entry into force of the present Protocol under article
8 thereof.

Article 11

1. The present Protocol, of which the Arabic, Chinese, English, French,
Russian and Spanish texts are equally authentic, shall be deposited in the
archives of the United Nations.

2. The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall transmit certified
copies of the present Protocol to all States referred to in article 48 of the
Covenant.
